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WHY DO WE PROTEST?
Usually we are resisting behaviours from the child that are 
causing them and or others significant harm.

This may include;

ÁViolence on parents/others 

ÁBullying 

ÁSerious substance misuse

ÁOther forms of addiction including media related

ÁSelf Violence

ÁSchool refusal  

ÁConcerns that they are being groomed into Child Sexual 
Exploitation and or Child Criminal Exploitation

Á Isolation

Á Trauma

Á Environmental issues

Á Anxiety

Á Emotional regulation difficulties 

Á Power held over our children by others 

Á Mental health 

Á Lack of parental presence
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ÁProtests can take account of the child's pain, hold them
